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new building. In 1960, the Euclid Congregational Church and the Nottingham CongregationalChurch merged to form the Hope Congregational Church in Euclid, Ohio. In 1990, the HopeCongregational Church merged into the Faith United Church of Christ in Richmond Heights,Ohio. Faith United Church of Christ and the Lyndhurst Community Presbyterian Churchmerged in 2020 to form the Lyndhurst Community of Faith Church.
