Historical Note
In about 1910, Congregationalist Rev. Trompin came into Paradox, Colorado, on horseback asthe first mainline Protestant minister. In subsequent visits to Paradox, Trompin brought Rev.Munro who held services at the Paradox school house. Through them, Rev. James Walker cameto Paradox to organize the First Congregational Church. The church was formally organized onFebruary 19, 1911.
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In the early years of the church, the Sunday school and Ladies Aid Society were establishedby members. Worship continued in the town's schoolhouse until 1954. Two years prior, landhad been donated to build a church building, and after about two years of construction, thededication service for the building was held on August 22, 1954.
The First Congregational Church in Paradox was dissolved in 1998, and the church buildingwas given to the Paradox Fire Protection District in Paradox, CO.
